· Election of new officers

Dan McCrummen made a motion and Cris Rogers seconded to re-elect the Chair, Vice-Chair and Public Relations Chair to a second year term. Motion passed unanimously. 
· Letter to Commissioner von Scheben re: mandatory helmet laws

Letter was not sent after a second press release by Mary Peters, DOT Secretary.

· Grant for statewide Motorcycle Ad Awareness-Dan Coffey Craig Breshears
A second grant for FFY09 will be ready for the spring time media campaign.  The local radio and television stations made a 100% local match for the FFY07 $50,000 grant, but the media coverage did not extend as far as was originally hoped. Boyd would like to see increased radio coverage.  Craig explained that this was difficult because of the prime time cost. 
*Boyd requested Cindy to provide a contact list of the media agencies which are involved in AHSO projects.
· Motorcycle safety presentation equipment –Dan Coffey
This stalled over the summer due to a lack of submitted project proposals, however, Dan still wants presentation equipment purchased to provide education to local organizations and other groups.  Discussion included contacting Carl LeRae from the ABATE of Alaska for assistance.
