Subject: Use of Head Sets While Driving 
Lt. Dunn, 
You have asked me to answer the following question: 

Is it lawful for a person to wear any type of headgear, including a helmet with a built in device, designed for receiving and transmitting sound while driving a motor vehicle in the State of Alaska?  
In my opinion, the answer to your question is “no.” 

13 AAC 04.260(b) prohibits the driver of any motor vehicle (automobile, motorcycle, snow machine, four wheeler, etc.) from wearing “a headset, headphones, or other headgear designed for receiving sound and transmitting sound to the driver.”  Subsection (c) if the regulation exempts from  the prohibition only “headgear-receiving equipment used exclusively for safety.”  The exemption does not extend to headgear that allows both the receiving and transmitting of sound.  The wearing of any headgear device that allows both transmitting and receiving of sound therefore is unlawful. Additionally, the wearing of a device capable only of receiving sound is permissible  only if it exclusively is used for safety.
