· Old business
· Motorcycle User Survey-AHSO has 7 binders of surveys totaling 4,084 surveys.  The second binder at 980th survey was completed 9/15.  Each survey takes approx 5 minutes to input into the excel spreadsheet. Boyd volunteered to assist. Cindy will send him 2 binders.

· SMSA Conference Report -Dan McCrummen reported that the presentations were good, including one about Snell helmets and NHTSA to show how their helmets are made, how they work and the durability.  Dan learned that other states have similar problems with finding suitable training sites but their problem is that the parking lots are “green”, smaller in size with bushes and trees.  In response,  MSF is changing their courses to include these new green parking lots.  MSF will design a course for a green or a non-traditional range, if requested.
· MSF International Rider Training System Conference -Dan Coffey reported that the Rider Skills Test will take over the DMV Rider test, with two evaluation forms, rider skills test exercises, corner turns.  It was discovered too late that more instructors could have attended the conference.  Dan talked with the MSF designers of the class and learned the history and reasons behind the program and the reasons behind the updates of the courses.  This information helps to promote the program.  Dan also met with Rep. Young’s aide.
