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Fence Installation

The proposed project would include
construction of a new perimeter fence
and a 13-ft wide access road on the
inside of the fence, allowing for airport
maintenance staff to move snow and
perform inspection, maintenance, and
repairs in all seasons. The proposed
access road would include pullouts and
be routed to avoid airspace conflicts.

Existing culverts would be removed,
replaced, or upgraded as needed.

Culverts may be added.

An existing material site on airport
property may need expansion to obtain
sufficient material for the project.

An existing material site approximately
13 miles east may be used to obtain
sufficient material for the project.
